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INTRODUCTION  
 
The University of Karachi was established in June 1951 under the Karachi University Act 
and started its academic activities in a few dilapidated buildings in a congested area of 
Karachi. Later, an area of 1200 acres was acquired to set up a permanent Campus. After 
the completion of the first phase of construction, the University was shifted to the present 
location in 1960.  
 
Today, the University is recognized as a premier centre of learning and research in the 
Sub-continent and in the Developing World. A number of scientists and scholars 
affiliated with the University are serving at important positions both within and outside 
Pakistan and have won recognition and fame for themselves as well as for their alma 
mater. One of the institutes of the University has got the distinction of being named as 
the Centre of the Third World Centre of Science & Technology. The high academic and 
research standards of the university attract not only local students from all parts of the 
country, but also students from foreign countries for acquiring postgraduate and doctorate 
degrees. Students from several foreign countries are also pursuing the Masters and 
Doctorate degrees. The ever-rising number of students at the varsity several years back 
necessitated the need to start academic activities also in the evening. Accordingly, 
Directorate of Evening Program was established in 1995 and ever since its inception, this 
Directorate has been functioning in B.S. and Masters level programs.  
 
At present, six faculties share the academic and research responsibilities at the campus. 
These are the Faculty of Arts, Faculty of Science, Faculty of Islamic Studies, Faculty of 
Management & Administrative Sciences, Faculty of Engineering and Faculty of 
Pharmacy. There are 52 departments and 19 research institute/centers, which are 
imparting education to more than 20,000 students including students from foreign 
countries. The faculty comprises of more than 600 highly qualified and experienced 
teachers; many of them with higher degrees from abroad and enjoying international 
repute. The non-teaching staff comprises of about 2000 employees to provide 
administrative and other services. 
 
The University of Karachi is also an affiliating and examining body and at present more 
than 145 public and private colleges and institutions are affiliated with the University. 
The courses of studies for these institutions are approved by the University and 
examinations are also conducted under its auspices. The University conducts 
examinations annually of about 150,000 students studying in these colleges/institutes, 
prepares their results and awards degrees. 
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STUDENTS AFFAIRS:- 
 
To look after students affairs and to supervise their co-curricular activities, an office of 
Advisor Students Affairs is situated at the first floor of the Administration block. 
Teachers and the staff are available for the guidance of students.   
 
In order to help passing out students in securing jobs and solve their practical problems, a 
Students’ Guidance, Counseling and Placement Bureau is functioning at the first floor of 
a building facing Masjid-e-Ibrahim. The Bureau also conducts preparatory classes, every 
year, for those who wish to appear in the CSS examinations or to develop proficiency in 
the English language. 
 
DISCIPLINE COMMITTEE:-  
 
A discipline committee comprising of able professors maintains discipline at the campus 
to ensure a proper academic environment. The Committee takes notice of the cases of 
indiscipline and undesirable activities at the campus, and takes disciplinary action against 
the offenders. The Vice-Chancellor heads this Committee while the Advisor, Students' 
Affairs is its member secretary. The Committee meets several times a year to review the 
prevailing discipline situation and other related matters and takes appropriate decisions.  
 
EVENING PROGRAM:-  
 
The Evening Program of the University of Karachi offers a number of subjects both at the 
Master and B.S. levels. The Program has been scheduled between 3:30 p.m. and 9:00 
p.m. It usually starts around 5:00 p.m. in those departments where laboratory courses are 
not offered. This provides an opportunity for in-service individuals to improve their 
academic qualification and enhance their career prospects along with fresh graduates. 
 
There are two semesters in a year. Tuition fee is charged per semester. The fee ranges 
from Rs.11,500/= to 22,000/= per semester for different degree programs. During the 
holy month of Ramazan, the classes remain suspended to save students from any possible 
hardship due to fasting. 
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WHO SHOULD ENROLL?  
 
�  All the prospective students willing to join the University immediately to have an 

early start of their education in the Evening Program. 
 

�  In-service candidates who are keen to improve their qualifications and skills. 
 

�  Female students are encouraged to enroll. There are already 35% girls studying in the 
Evening program. 
 

�  There is no restriction on year of passing. However, the pre-requisite examination 
must have been passed from a recognized Institution / University. 

 
�  Minimum eligibility for admission is 2nd Division (45% marks), departmental 

details are laid down in Table I & II. Grace and Condonation marks shall not be 
counted. 

 
SYSTEM OF STUDIES 

 
The University follows the semester system. One academic year consists of two 
semesters (the details are given in the Academic Calendar at the end of this brochure).  
 
1. There is a minimum attendance requirement (75%) to appear in the terminal 

examination of any subject/course. For details, please see “Semester Examination 
Rules” booklet that is available at the University Bookshop or the department. 

 
2. A student will not be promoted to the next year unless he/she has cleared at least 80% 

of the courses. This rule is being strictly followed as per decision of the University's 
Academic Council. 

 
 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR FOREIGN STUDENTS 
 
Subject to eligibility, foreign students are admitted to this University on nomination from 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Ministry of Education, Government of Pakistan. 
Foreign students shall pay the prescribed fee shown in Table-III . 
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ADMISSION POLICY  
 
Admissions in University of Karachi are given according to merit. There is no 
Discretionary Quota for admissions. However, certain seats are reserved for Children of 
University Teachers and Employees. For reserved seats also, merit is the only criterion. 
 
ADMISSIONS ON MERIT SEATS:-  
 
As experienced, since the number of applicants is usually much higher than the number 
of available seats under the University rules, the applicants have been divided into three 
categories i.e. K , S and P. 
 

1. Category “K” comprises those applicants who have passed their Secondary School 
Certificate (SSC), Higher Secondary Certificate (HSC) and Graduation or 
equivalent examination from educational institutions situated in Karachi and also 
recognized by the University or affiliated with the University of Karachi.  

 
2.   Category “S”  comprises those applicants who have passed at least one of the 

S.S.C., H.S.C and Graduation examinations from a recognized educational 
institution in the Province of Sindh (excluding Karachi). 

 
3.   Category “P”  comprises those applicants who have passed at least one of the 

S.S.C., H.S.C and Graduation examinations from a recognized educational 
institution outside the Province of Sindh. 

 
Preference in admissions is given to “K”  category candidates. In case seats are left over, 
“S”  category candidates are considered. If seats are still available, then consideration, in 
turn, is given to “P”  category candidates. 
 
The above mentioned criterion of categories is strictly followed for admissions in the 
University. 
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CHANGE OF CATEGORY  
 
Candidates who fulfill the following conditions can apply for change of category from S 
or P to K. 
 
   1.  Those students whose father or mother is domiciled in Karachi, but who have 

passed the pre-requisite examination from abroad that were conducted by any 
registered International Institution or any Pakistani Board or University, will have 
to produce their father’s or mother’s domicile certificate and copy of CNIC 
(showing their permanent address in Karachi) with their applications. 

 
   2.  Students whose parents are employees of the Federal or Sindh Governments, 

Autonomous or Semi-autonomous bodies, Government Corporations or Armed 
Forces and have been posted at or transferred to Karachi during the last five years 
will have to produce the appointment letter or transfer letter of their father/mother 
together with their applications. Further education of candidate after posting or 
transfer of his/her parents must be from an educational institution located in 
Karachi. 

 
   3.  Candidates having passed their pre-requisite examination from a recognized 

educational institution located outside Karachi but who have their initial education 
including Matric and Intermediate from Karachi, should have P.R.C. or CNIC of 
Karachi and their parents should also have the Domicile and CNIC of Karachi. 
Candidates below the age of 18 years are required to submit photocopy of their 'B' - 
Form. 

 
 

APPLICATION FOR CHANGE OF CATEGORY  
 
All such applicants who fulfill the criteria for the change of category to K, should attach 
with their forms an application on plain paper for the change of category together with 
the required documents mentioned above. At the time of admission they will have to 
produce all the documents in original. 
 
ADMISSIONS ON RESERVED SEATS:- 
 
Some seats have been reserved for dependants of Karachi University Employees. 
Candidates for admission to these seats should ensure that they meet the criterion of 
eligibility for the University as well as the concerned department.  
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ELIGIBILITY FOR ADMISSION  
 

1. The admission to Diploma / Masters Degree in the Evening Program shall be 
granted on the basis of academic record at the graduation level. Tables I & II 
show the details for admission criteria for all courses of studies. 
 

2. A candidate must have passed the pre-requisite examination securing at least 
45% marks from a recognized Board/University with relevant subjects at 
graduate / postgraduate level. Grace / Condonation marks shall not be counted. A 
student placed in 3rd division or obtaining less than 45% marks in the pre-
requisite examination cannot be admitted to the University. 
 

3. For admission to any department in the Evening Program, the University rules 
for morning program are uniformly applicable. However, the condition of having 
passed the pre-requisite examination during the last five years has been relaxed 
for the Evening  Program. 
 

4. A candidate already having a Masters degree is eligible for regular admission to 
the Evening Program for a second Masters degree. 
 

5. A candidate engaged in a gainful employment during the day is eligible for 
admission as a regular student of the Evening Program. 

 
PROCEDURE FOR ADMISSION 

 

1. The date of opening of admissions, availability of forms, submission of forms 
and other details are announced through advertisements in the main newspapers. 
The admission form and receipt are enclosed with the booklet. 

 

2. A candidate can apply for admission in four Departments of his/her choice. The 
candidate is advised to write subjects in order of preferences in the space 
provided in the application form.  Admission in the subject shall be awarded on 
the basis of eligibility, merit and the number of seats available in the Department 
(Table I & II) . 
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3. The powder photocopies of the following documents must be attached to the 
admission form at the time of submission. 

 
a) Paste Two photograph 1” x 1” on Admission Form.  

 
b) Original completed admission form, along with one powder photocopy. 

 
c) Two powder photocopies of Marks certificates of 1st and 2nd year or a 

composite Marks certificate of the pre-requisite examinations. 
 

d) One powder photocopy of Marks Sheet / Certificate of intermediate 
examination. 
 

e) One powder photocopy of Matriculation marks sheet / Certificate. 
 
4. There is no need of attestation of documents at the time of submission of the 

form. Receipt, duly signed and stamped shall be handed over to the prospective 
candidate at the counter where the admission form has been submitted. 

  

5. Students are not allowed to submit more than one admission form for 
departments shown in Table 1 & II, nor can they make any changes in the form 
after it is submitted. If any candidate is found having submitted more than 
one form, all of his/her forms shall be cancelled. 
 

6.  Candidates submitting forms for reserved seats should mention “RESERVED 
SEATS” on top of the Admission form. 
 

7.  It is the responsibility of the candidate to submit form with complete 
required documents. Incomplete forms will not be processed and, after the 
announcement of admission list, a valid claim will be considered only if seats 
are vacant. In such cases, candidate can not claim on the basis of closing 
percentage. 
 

8. A merit list will be prepared for every department after verification of the 
eligibility and mark sheets of the applicants, on the basis of criteria set down for 
that department. 
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9. Instructions for candidates whose names appear in the Admission Merit List  

 
i) A list of successful candidates for the admissions shall be displayed on the notice 

board of the Directorate of Evening Program, at the Silver Jubilee Gate of 
University of Karachi and the concerned Departments. The successful candidates 
shall contact the concerned departments for endorsement of fee vouches.  

ii)  Candidates whose names appear in the admission list will have to complete all 
formalities for admission within the stipulated time. Otherwise, their admission 
shall stand lapsed. 

iii)  The successful candidates shall be required to pay the prescribed fee given in 
Table-III . 

iv) Following documents must be submitted at the time of admission to complete the 
enrolment requirements: 
 

a) Original marks certificate of the pre-requisite examination passed       
(not to be returned) and two attested photostat copies. 

b) Photocopy of Intermediate Certificate / Marks Sheet. 
c) Photocopy of Matric Certificate.  
d) Migration certificate (for candidates who have passed the pre- requisite 

examination from any Board or University other than Karachi). 
e) Attested Photostat copy of the Computerized National Identity  Card or 

in case the candidate is below 18 years of age, his/her father's or mother's 
Identity Card along with the attested  photocopy of Form "B". (The 
original shall be returned after verification). 

f) 10 recent photographs of size 11/2”x 11/2”. 
g) Any other document as may be required by the University. 

 

v)     After completion of the above formalities, the candidate will have to fill in an 
enrolment form. Under the University rules, his/her admission will not be 
deemed complete until he/she receives his/her enrolment card. 

 

10. If a candidate somehow manages to secure admission on the basis of false 
information and/or fake documents, his/her admission shall automatically 
stand cancelled and suitable punitive action will be taken according the 
University rules, which may extend up to debarring him/her from admission 
at any educational institution for three years. 

 

11. All candidates seeking admission will have to, besides the directions given in        
this booklet, abide also by the rules laid down in the University Code.         
Likewise, semester rules are applicable to all the students. 
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12.  For further details regarding the course of studies, the concerned department 
may be contacted during 2 – 12 June, 2008 between 3:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. on 
all working days. 

 
Note: 
 
1. In order to start teaching, the minimum number of students enrolled in a 

diploma / degree program is 25. If students in the minimum required 
number do not register by paying the fee, the program shall be cancelled 
and the fee shall be refunded.  
 

2. Classes shall commence from 1st July, 2008. 
 

3. The Chairpersons/In-charge of the program shall decide the teaching and 
lab timings between 03:30 p.m. to 08.30 p.m. Theory classes are normally 
held between 5:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. These timings enable the in-service 
students to complete the attendance requirements.
